Set Aside(s) for Pirianda Garden — Gardens of the Dandenongs

The Crown Land (Reserves) (Metropolitan and Regional Park) Regulations 2023 have been made
under Section 13 of the Crown Land (Reserves) Act 1978.

Regulation 10 provides that Parks Victoria may make a determination to set aside an area as an area
in which an activity or conduct is permitted, required, restricted or prohibited.

Additional temporary determinations are put in place from time to time for purposes such as
planned burning, seasonal road closures or pest animal control programs. These temporary
determinations operate in conjunction with ongoing determinations for general park management
and where there is a conflict or perceived conflict these temporary determinations take
precedence.

Regulation 10 Determinations setting areas aside

(3) If the land manager makes a set aside determination under the Regulations, the land manager must cause signs or notice of the determination and the
conditions they must comply with, to be displayed.

Regulation 11 Publication of set aside determinations

(1) The land manager must cause, as soon as practicable after making a set aside determination under these Regulations, the determination to be published on its
internet site.

(2) If the land manager revokes or amends a set aside determination made under these Regulations, the land manger must cause, as soon as practicable after
doing so, publish the revocation or amendment of the determination on its internet site.
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Regulation 13 Signs and notices
(1) The land manager must cause a sign or notice required under these Regulations to—
(a) be displayed in a place and manner that is likely to be seen by any person affected by a determination under these Regulations; and
Example
A sign placed at each entry to an area set aside.
(b) indicate the area of the park that is temporarily closed or set aside by the determination under these Regulations; and
(c) if applicable, state the activities that are prohibited, restricted, or permitted by the determination under these Regulations; and
(d) if applicable, state any conditions specified in the determination.
(2) If the land manager revokes or amends a determination made under these Regulations, the land manager must as soon as practicable cause any sign or notice

that has been displayed under these Regulations to be removed or amended to reflect the revocation or amendment of that determination.

Regulation 9 Disapplication of Regulations to traditional owner group entities

(1) If a traditional owner group entity has entered into a traditional owner group agreement, any provision of these Regulations (other than a provision of these
Regulations specified in the Table in subregulation (2)) that provides for an offence for carrying out an activity or doing anything that is an agreed activity does
not apply to a member of the traditional owner group—

(a) who is bound by the traditional owner group agreement; and

(b) who carries out the agreed activity to which the offence relates in accordance with the traditional owner group agreement and on land to which that
agreement applies.

(2)  For the purpose of subregulation (1) the following Table sets out the specified provision and the extent to which that provision applies to a member of the
traditional owner group.

Pirianda Garden is a beautiful woodland garden containing a unigue collection of plants
including many trees which are botanically significant and considarad rare in cultivation in

Ausiralia. Unusual trees and shrubs blend harmeniously with fems and the imprassive

Blackwoods and Mountain Ash provide shady over storey as you walk through the garden to

the terraces and peaceful fern gully below.

Location and access

Pirianda Gardan is located on Hacketts Road,
Qlinda (off Clinda-Monbulk Rd). Melways
rofarance 122 A12.

Things to see and do

As you enter the gardan, you will pass throwgh a
grassy area containing many northam hamispharng
trees raraly cullivated in Australia. Below this top
terraca the bog garden leads past finely tarracad
walls built from local stone during the Ansell's
tima. Atthe base of the garden, the natural farn
gully is dominated by Blackwoods and Soft and
Rough Tree Fams, providing a shady haven
during summar.

History

At the tum of the century the onginal forest at
Pirianda was salected for satlement, with the
excaption of tree forns and Blackwood in the fam
gully. In 1811 the proparty was purchased by Kr
Thomas Crook who planted several exotic frees
inclueding hybrid rhododandrons and sovan
Copper Baach situated on the slopa below the
presant house sita. Later the land was sub-divided
and leasad for camot and potato production.

Harvey and Gillian Ansall bought Pirianda in 1859
By this tima the proparty consisted of 23 acres. A
further 5 acres were added some yaars later. The
Anzall family gradually removed bracken and
blackbarmies =0 that work could begin on tha
garden. With a great deal of imagination and hard
waork, the aim of a parfact balance botwaan axotic
plantings and baautiful native rainforast species,
bacame a reality.

On their annual oversaas holidays the Ansalls
always sought out new and unusual plants which
thay imported and displayed at Pirianda.

The Aboriginal word Pirianda is believed to mean
“gufficiont” or “emough”.

Collections

Pirianda Gardan features such dalights as

28 different types of maples and 13 birch
varieties. Collections of magnolias,sucryphias,
rhododendrons, cothra, styrax, pieris, viburnums
and many conifers can also be seen. Thres
specimans of the unusual and haun@ing Chinesa
Handkarchief Tree (Davida imvolucrate) are
located here. They flower annually in early
Novembar. The karge bracts are up &0 12cm long,
pure white and conspicwous when waving in the
wind. The sight of these freas in flower is reason
anough to visit Piranda Garden.

Other unusual plants include membears of tha
aceao plant family, Franklinia spp and Stewarta
sppwhich are both attractive and rarely seen
speciman plants. Both spacies have delicats and
beautiful flowars and are related to the batier
known camellias. Pirianda Garden features
beautiful spring displays but is renownad for its
unsurpassad autumn colours and its fine tree
collection.

Seasonal highlights

Spring: rhododendrons, azaleas, magnolias,
camellias, dogwoods, Dove Tree and spring
bulbs.

Summer: Mock Crange, Eucryphia, Clethra,
Hydrangaas and N3W Christmas bush.

Autumn: Spectacular autumn foliage colours of
a wide variety of cotolic troes and shrubs,
inclueding the unusual sight of Frankilinia
alatamaka which fliowers on leafless branchas.

Winter: Luculia, Witch Hazel, camellias and
aarly rhododendrons.
